tn 1934, the Rsichalufttahstrmenitienom issoed a design
requirement lor Germany s first long-range, stralegic Gghter
that could escort bombars all the wey to their tergets and
back., In responsa to this reguroment, MMesserschmitt pro-
posed an alrcraft that would eventually becoame tha B 110,
and tha firmt pratatypa mada (is initial Fight on May 12, 1538,

This aircralt, dasignated the Bf 110V, was followed by Two_

mare prototlypes designated the Bf 110V2 and B 110V3. The
fiest production varsion was tha Bf 1104-0, but bacause it was
cansidered 1o ba undetpowared, it was quickly replaced by the
Bf 1108 and Bf 1100 variants,

The large airframe of the Bf 110 parmitied it to be sdapled
for & variaty of mizsions in addition to that of a strategic
fighter. Varsions designed as fighter-bombers, reconnalsgance
arcraft, antl-shipping patral mircrafe, tralnors, and tank busters
with heawy cannon worn all produeed for the Luftwalle during
World War 1, Bui tha Bf 110°s biggest eontribution waoas 4% &
nsght fighter,

The first B 110 néght flighter was the Bf 110E-1/U1 which
was specifically modified for the night fighter rola. This was
followed by the B 110E-1/U2, which camed an exira crow
member, But the first true right fighter was the Bf 110F-4,
Tha Bl 110F-4a was fittod with a redar 1o aed the pdol
locating his targot al night. This progression of improvements
eventually lod to the B 110G-4, which was tha dafinitive,
radar-equippad, night fighter. It is this version which your
Profadelar kit raprasants.
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The Bf 110G-4 was ornginally squipped with the FuG 212
L&:mlﬁ C-1 radar, but this was subsaguenthy upgraded ta
tha FuG 220 and 220b Lichtenstein SMN-2 radars to countad tha
alliss” uae of “window™ chafl,

Varigus armament combinations wera tried in moat Ve
sions af the Bi 110 including the night fighters, Both machne
guns and rapid-finng cannon were Instalisd as were otifer
weaponn, Evon mortars were carried undar tha wings of sama
mirceaft. Projectiles from thase large weapons would assurg
tha destruction of any aircraft they hit, But one of the more
intereating weapon mstallations made its appearance in 1943,
Two upwaord-finng cannon were added in tha rear cockpit, To
utilize thase woeapons, the pilot flaw the Bf 110G-4 diiractly
under the anemy aircralt. The guaner in the aft cockpit then
firad the two canmon up at the target. This proved to bo a
highly elfective night-fighter tactic, particularly against allied
bombars, Thess upward-firing carinon are included in your
Frobiodalor kit.

By the middic of 1944, the Bi 110G-4 equipped the
majority of MNachtjagdgeschwaders (MJG) or night-fighter
goquadrons in the Luftwalle. The most famous German night.
fighter ace was Mapr Heinz-Wollgang Schnaufer, who m
credited with 121 night victonias. Major Schnaufer received
the Diamonds to the Knight's Cross for his exploits. Ha was
glzo tha Kommodore of MJG-4, and markings for an adrcraft
from this squadron are supplied in this ProModeler kit. Mark-
ings for another BI 110G-4 frem NJG-6 are alzo provided.
